COVID SAFE MEASURES 

EXTENSION  

I would like to thank parents, 

carers and students for the 

great job they have done in 

keeping our school as safe as 

possible by following important 

COVIDSafe measures such as 

mask wearing, physical distanc-

ing, ventilation, getting       

vaccinated and rapid antigen 

testing.  

This has meant that our school 

has remained open and our 

students in class. This is a   

fantastic outcome and a      

testament to the hard work of 

parents, carers, students and 

school staff. 

 

 

Rapid antigen tests  

To keep schools as safe as  

possible, the Victorian        

Government has extended the 

COVIDSafe measures intro-

duced for the beginning of 

Term 1.  

This includes extending the 

availability of free rapid antigen 

tests (RAT) for screening until 

the end of term. It is           

anticipated an additional 24 

million RATs will be provided to 

schools and early childhood 

settings to continue to support 

early detection and prevent  

infection, for use at home.  

The need for this program will 

continue to be monitored and 

may end earlier based on 

health advice. This is great 

news and will mean weôre able 

to continue identifying COVID-

19 cases as early as possible, 

reducing the impact on our 

school and individuals.  

Department of Health modelling 

indicates that in the first two 

weeks of school returning, the 

program has already prevented 

more than 21,000 cases in 

schools alone. Their modelling 

indicates, assuming a 75 per 

cent compliance rate with 

screening of students, that by 

continuing RAT screening in 

schools for the full 10 weeks of 

Term 1, we will prevent:
